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The Vanuatu National Statistics Office (VNSO) is pleased to announce its new annual release of the
International Merchandise Trade Statistics (IMTS) for 2019, an improved version with more information with

an intention to satisfy user demands and meet regional standards. The new and improved IMTS includes trade
classified using the internationally recommended:

= Harmonized System (HS);
= Standard International Trade Classification (SITC); and

= Broad Economic Category (BEC).
It contains data on imports, exports and re-exports by:

Principal imports, exports and re-exports;
= Major trading partners; and
= Major regions Vanuatu trades with.

A table has been included on the mode of transport used for trading.

A valuable addition to the list of IMTS tables is the retained imports that have been used to calculate the:

= Consumption goods;
= Intermediate goods; and
* Investment goods.

The new set of tables will allow better comparison of Vanuatu IMTS regionally and internationally.
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Commentary below relates to IMTS from 2018 to 2019. However, the graphs and the data in the tables given in Appendix
1 are from 2012 — 2019 to allow users to get a historical perspective of Vanuatu’s IMTS. For a better understanding
of the narrative, readers should refer to the notes given in Appendix 2

1. Overall performance of Trade and

Trade Balance in 2019

Provisional Annual IMTS in 2019 shows that:
Exports increased by 8 per cent from 2018 when it was
VT 4,841 million to VT 5,222 million in 2019 whilst
re-exports declined by 38 per cent from 2018 when it
was VT 1,920 million to VT 1,186 million in 2019.
The high decline in re-exports contributes to the total
exports to decline by 5 per cent from 2018 when it was
VT 6,761 million to VT 6,608 million in 2019.
Imports declined by 5 per cent from 2018 when it was
VT 43,002 million to VT 40,950 million in 2019.

The trade deficit registered a slight improvement of 5
per cent from VT 36,241 million in 2018 to VT 34,542
million in 2019.

2. Performance of exports® in 2019

The following HS Sections contributed 3 per cent or
more to exports in 2019. Together they made up 91
per cent of the exports.

HS Section I: Live animals: animal products
contributed 3 per cent to exports which was an
increase of 1 percentage point over 2018.

HS Section Il: Vegetable products contributed 62 per
cent to exports in 2019 and remained the same over
2018

HS Section Ill: Animal or vegetable oils & fats
contributed 6 per cent to exports which was a decline
of 4 percentage points over 2018.

HS Section IV: Prepared foodstuffs, beverages, spirits
& tobacco contributed 11 per cent to exports in 2019,

HS Section XVI: Machinery & mechanical & electrical appliances & parts thereof, which contributed 8 per cent to
exports in 2019, showing an increase of 2 percentage points over 2018.

HS Section I: Live animals: animal products

Export in this Section was driven by beef; showing an increase of
48 per cent over 2018 when it was VT 65 million to VT 96 million
in 2019.

Graph 3 shows that exports of beef declined from VT 442 million
in 2014 to VT 65 million in 2018.

The two other traditional exports of Vanuatu, namely tuna and

ornamental fish have been experiencing declines: there were no
exports of tuna since 2015 and ornamental fish since 2018.

HS Section 1I: Vegetable products

Export in this Section was driven by kava; an increase of 18 per
cent over 2018 when it was VT 2,513 million to VT 2,970 million
in 2019. Kava exports have shown considerable growth over time
except for 2015 due to the effects of cyclone Pam.

Copra is another traditional export which has shown a
considerable decline since 2017. In 2019 it stood at VT 265
million, a decline of 38 percent over 2018 when it was VT 424
million.

Coffee exports in 2019 stood at VT 16 million, a decline of 53 per
cent over 2018 when it was VT 33 million.

HS Section I11: Animal or vegetable oils & fats

Export in this Section was driven by coconut oil which since 2018
isonadecline. In 2019 it declined by 29 per cent over 2018 when
it was VT 402 million to VT 284 million in 2019.

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HS Section 1V: Prepared foodstuffs, beverages, spirits & tobacco

Export in this Section was led by cocoa. In 2019 it increased by 40
per cent over 2018 when it was VT 193 million to VT 270 million
in 2019.

Exports of alcoholic drinks have gained momentum since 2017. In
2019 it increased by 72 per cent over 2018 when it was VT 91
million to VT 157 million in 20109.

Export of coconut meal increased by 28 per cent over 2018 when it
was VT 40 million to VT 51 million in 2019.

HS Section XVI: Machinery & mechanical & electrical appliances
& parts thereof

There is a 43 per cent increase in the Section over 2018 when export
was VT 287 million to VT 411 million in 2019. This is most likely
due to the exports of non-traditional items used for construction
work.

4. Performance of re-exports in 2019
Re-exports consists of goods exported in the same condition as
previously imported. Vanuatu NSO is making this information
available from 2018. Previously they were included under
exports.

The following HS Sections together contributed 78 per cent to re-
exports in 2019:

Prepared foodstuffs, beverages, spirits & tobacco registered a
decline of 45 per cent over 2018 when it was VT 566 million to VT
312 in 20109.

Mineral products registered a decline of 11 per cent over 2018 when
it was VT 680 million to VT608 million in 2019.

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5. Performance of imports in 2019

The following HS Sections were major contributors to imports
in 2019. Together, they made up 10 per cent or more to imports
every year. In 2019, these four Sections contributed 71 per
cent to total imports altogether.

HS Section IV: Prepared foodstuffs, beverages, spirits &
tobacco contributed 13 per cent to imports in 2019 which was
the same as 2018.

HS Section V: Mineral products contributed 24 per cent to
imports in 2019, 2 percentage points lower than 2018.

HS Section XVI: Machinery & mechanical & electrical
appliances & parts thereof contributed 14 per cent to imports
in 2019, showing 1 percentage point lower than 2018.

HS Section XVII: Vehicles, aircraft & associated transport

equipment contributed 12 per cent to imports in 2019, showing
2 percentage points lower than 2018.

6. Main commodities driving the
performance of imports in 2019

Section I: Live animals: animal products

Import in this section is led by meat and edible offal of poultry
which stood at VT 972 Million in 2019, an increase of 9 per cent
over 2018 from VT 890 Million. It contributed 58 per cent to
the Section in 2019.

Milk and cream stood at VT 281 Million, a decline of 2 per cent
over 2018 when it stood at VT 287 Million. It contributed 17
per cent to the Section in 2019.

Fish and crustaceans, molluscs and other aquatic invertebrates
stood at VT 75 Million, an increase of 35 per cent over 2018
when it stood at VT 56 Million. It contributed 4 per cent to the
Section in 2019.

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Section I: Vegetable products

Import in this section is dominated by rice which in 2019 stood at
VT 1,237 Million, an increase of 4 per cent over 2018 when it
stood at VT 1,184 Million. It contributed 54 per cent to the
Section in 2019.

Wheat or meslin flour stood at VT 543 Million, an increase of 34

per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 405 Million. It contributed
24 per cent to the Section in 2019.

Section 1V: Prepared foodstuffs, beverages, spirits & tobacco

Commodities that drive the performance in this Section are:

Alcoholic drinks stood at VT 947 Million in 2019, an increase
of 41 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 673 Million. It
contributed 17 per cent to the Section in 2019.

Cigars, cheroots, cigarillos and cigarettes, of tobacco or of
tobacco substitutes stood at VT 731 Million, an increase of
108 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 352 Million. It
contributed 13 per cent to the Section in 2019.

Bread, pastry, cakes, biscuits and other bakers' wares stood at
VT 745 Million, an increase of 14 per cent over 2018 when it
stood at VT 651 Million. It contributed 14 per cent to the
Section in 2019.

Prepared or preserved fish stood at VT 674 Million, an
increase of 6 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 634
Million. It contributed 12 per cent to the Section in 2019.

Prepared or preserved meat, meat offal or blood stood at VT
357 Million, an increase of 40 per cent over 2018 when it stood
at VT 255 Million. It contributed 7 per cent to the Section in
2019.

Sugar stood at VT 128 Million, a decline of 24 per cent over
2018 when it stood at VT 168 Million. It contributed 2 per cent
to the Section in 2019.

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HS Section V: Mineral products

Import in this section is driven by petroleum oils and oils
obtained from bituminous minerals which stood at VT 8,797
Million, an increase of 97 per cent over 2018 when it stood at
VT 4,461 Million. It contributed 88 per cent to the Section in
2019.

Portland cement, aluminous cement, slag cement, super-sulphate
cement and similar hydraulic cements stood at VT 687 Million,
an increase of 41 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 489
Million. It contributed 7 per cent to the Section in 2019.

Petroleum gases and other gaseous hydrocarbons stood at VT
253 Million, an increase of 11 per cent over 2018 when it stood
at VT 227 Million. It contributed 3 per cent to the Section in
2019.

HS Section VI: Chemicals and allied products

Medicaments stood at VT 677 Million, an increase of 22 per cent
over 2018 when it stood at VT 554 Million. It contributed 33 per
cent to the Section in 2019.

Perfumes, make-up preparations and preparations for the care of
the skin (excl medicaments) and products for hair stood at VT
265 Million, an increase of 14 per cent over 2018 when it stood
at VT 233 Million. It contributed 13 per cent to the Section in
2019.

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HS Section XI: Textiles & textile articles:

Articles of apparel and clothing accessories stood at VT 493
Million, an increase of 2 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT
483 Million. It contributed 48 per cent to the Section in 2019.

Other made up textile articles; sets; worn clothing and worn
textile articles; rags stood at VT 266 Million, a decline of 18 per
cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 323 Million. It contributed
26 per cent to the Section in 2019.

HS Section XI: Footwear, headgear, umbrellas & parts thereof

Footwear, gaiters and the like; parts of such articles is the major
contributor to this Section. It stood at VT 255 Million, an
increase of 15 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 221
Million. It contributed 83 per cent to the Section in 2019.

HS Section XV: Base metals & articles thereof

Articles of iron or steel stood at VT 1,158 Million in 2019, an
increase of 7 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 1,082
Million. It contributed 49 per cent to the Section in 2019.

Iron and steel stood at VT 596 Million in 2019, an increase of 40
per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 425 Million. It
contributed 25 per cent to the Section in 2019.

Aluminium and articles thereof stood at VT 224 Million in 2019,
a decline of 5 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 237
Million. It contributed 9 per cent to the Section in 2019.

HS Section XVI: Machinery & mechanical & electrical
appliances & parts thereof

Import in the Section is made up of many commodities that
generally contribute less than 10 per cent to the Section. In 2019
telephone sets, including telephones for cellular networks or for
other wireless networks stood at VT 829 Million, a decline of 23
per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 1,076 Million. It
contributed 14 per cent to the Section in 2019.

Motor vehicles for the transport of goods stood at VT 2,998
Million, an increase of 97 per cent over 2018 when it stood at
VT 1,525 Million. It contributed 59 per cent to the Section in
2019.

Motor vehicles for the transport of passengers stood at VT 1,303
Million, an increase of 13 per cent over 2018 when it stood at
VT 1,158 Million. It contributed 26 per cent to the Section in
2019.

Yachts and other vessels for pleasure or sports; rowing boats and
canoes stood at VT 42 Million, a decline of 42 per cent over 2018
when it stood at VT 72 Million. It contributed 1 per cent to the
Section in 2019.

7. Major destinations in 2019

Vanuatu’s major destinations? are Australia,
Fiji, New Caledonia, China, Malaysia and the
United States of America (USA).

In 2019, exports to Australia stood at VT 1,052
million; a decline of 12 per cent over 2018 when it
stood at VT 1,195 million.

Exports to Fiji stood at VT 1,098 million in 2019;
an increase of 35 per cent over 2018 when it stood
at VT 815 million. Exports to China stood at VT
541 million; an increase of 84 per cent over 2018
when it stood at VT 293 million. Exports to
Malaysia stood at VT 366 million in 2019; a decline
of 30 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 525
million. Exports to New Caledonia stood at VT 528
million; an increase of 17 per cent over 2018 when
it stood at VT 450 million.

Exports to New Caledonia stood at VT 528 million; an increase of 17 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 450 million.
Exports to the United States of America stood at VT 448 million; a decline of 45 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 817

million.

Imports from Fiji stood at VT 3,639 million; an
increase of 3 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT

million; a decline of 3 per cent over 2018 when
it stood at VT 3,943 million.

Imports from Singapore stood at VT 9,794 million; an increase of 6 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 9,201 million.

Exports to Asia stood at VT 1,444 million in 2019; a decline of 1 per
cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 1,462 million.

Exports to Oceania stood at VT 3,528 million in 2019; an increase of
2 per cent over 2018 when it
stood at VT 3,627 million.

Imports: Vanuatu’s imports analysed by region show Vanuatu
imports originating from mostly Asia and Oceania.

Imports from Asia stood at VT 2,221 million in 2019; an insignificant
increase over 2018 when it stood at VT 2,120 million.

Imports from Oceania stood VT 16,626 million in 2019; a decrease of
9 per cent over 2018 when it stood at VT 18,312 million.

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10. Mode of transport used in 2019

Air and sea are the two modes used for exporting goods in
Vanuatu.

In 2019, 18 per cent of the goods used air as the mode of
transport, which is 1 percentage point lower than 2018 when 19
per cent of goods used air.

In 2019, 82 per cent of the goods used sea as the mode of
transport, which is 1 percentage point higher than 2018 when 81
per cent of goods used sea.

Air and sea are the two modes used for importing goods in Vanuatu.

In 2019, 1 per cent of the goods used air as the mode of
transport, which is 9 percentage point lower than 2018 when 10
per cent of goods used air.

In 2019, 99 per cent of the goods used sea as the mode of
transport, which is 9 percentage point higher than 2018 when
90 per cent of goods used sea.

Consumption goods comprised 37 per cent of retained imports
in 2019, 2 percentage points higher than 2018 when it was VT
12,739 Million to VT 12,761 Million

Intermediate goods comprised 27 per cent of retained imports
in 2019, 4 percentage points lower than 2018 when it was VT
11,332 Million to VT 9,435 Million

Capital goods comprised 19 per cent of retained imports in
2019, 1 percentage point lower than 2018 when it was VT
7,271 Million to VT 6,659 Million.

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Appendix 3: Explanatory notes

Balance of Balance of trade of goods is the net sum of exports and imports of goods.
trade o Surplus denotes a positive trade balance which indicates that the value of exports has exceeded the value of imports.
o Deficit denotes negative trade balance which indicates that the value of imports has exceeded the value of exports.

BEC Broad Economic Category: a classification that groups commaodities according to its end use.

CIF Cost, insurance and freight: includes the transaction value of the goods, insurance and freight to deliver the goods from the border
of the exporting country to the border of the importing country.

FOB Free on board: includes the transaction value of the goods and the value of services performed to deliver goods to the border of the
exporting country.

HS Harmonized Commaodity Description and Coding System: is a classification of exports and imports of goods. The latest version is
2017’ and the custodian of it is the World Customs Organisation (WCQO). Vanuatu uses the Vanuatu Harmonized System based off
the WCOs HS17. Vanuatu HS is closely aligned to the Pacific HS2017. For HS Sections and Chapters refer to Appendix 2.

IMTS International merchandise trade statistics: records all goods, which add to or subtract from the stock of material resources of a

country by entering (imports) or leaving (exports) its economic territory.

International merchandise trade: is the exchange of goods across international borders.

Exports refer to goods from Vanuatu purchased by another country.

Imports refer to goods purchased by Vanuatu from another country.

Re-importation refers to the importation of goods into Vanuatu, which it had previously exported.

Re-exportation is the importation and then exportation of the same goods by Vanuatu without any transformation/value
added.
